
INFORMATION FOR STUDENTS PARTCIPATING IN THE INOVA BIOMEDICAL INTERNSHIP IN CHRONIC DISEASES AND WISHING TO ENROLL IN BIOLOGY 495
BIOL 495 SPECIAL PROBLEMS IN BIOLOGY (0-2)
Prerequisites: 
· Permission of Chair
· 60 credit hours completed
· Minimum of 10 hours of research; weekly meetings, COS undergraduate poster symposium and/or oral presentation, and draft a research paper.
· Mandatory day-long Inova orientation for badge access, fulfill requirements for Inova badge (HepB vaccination/waiver, drug screen, background check) prior to lab orientation
Please note: Total credit limit for 495 and 497 in any combination is 6 credits toward the 44 credits required for a B.S. or 4 credits toward the 32 credits required for the B.A., not to exceed 4 credits in any one semester.

I. CREDIT HOUR OPTIONS

This internship requires at least 10 hours per week plus a weekly meeting at Inova. 
You may register for up to two credit hours of BIOL 495.

II. PROJECT REQUIREMENTS
Each project will have a timeline for completion, this timeline will include benchmark points were student and supervisor will meet to discuss status. Each project will be concluded with a formal lab report written and handed in before the end of the rotation. Lab reports will have the following sections: Introduction, Aims, Methods, Results, Discussion, Conclusion and Troubleshooting. Two copies of the report must be submitted; one will be placed on file in the Biology Office. Project will be presented in form of oral presentation (~15 min) at the end of the rotation and possibly abstract/poster submission for student conferences. 

III. ADDITIONAL PRESENTATIONS
Students are encouraged to discuss with his/her supervisor the possibility of presenting the results of the research project at a scientific meeting such as the Virginia Academy of Science (VAS).
